House Bill 08-1019 Concerning the Provision of Educational Services for Children in Out-of-Home Placements

Now that school has started, this is
a reminder about a House Bill that
waives extra curricular fees for fos-
ter children. In summary: “Section
2-22-32-138, (3) C— A school district
or school shall not delay the trans-
fer of the education information and
records for any reason, including
but not limited to the existence of
any unpaid fines or fees that the
student may have outstanding the

Several cases of Listeria in-
fection in Colorado residents
have been associated with a
multi-state outbreak investi-
gation being coordinated by
the Colorado Department of
Public Health and Environ-
ment and the Centers for Dis-
ease Control and Prevention.
The increase in infections has
occurred since late August. El
Paso County now has a total
of five Listeria cases, includ-
ing one death, that have been
confirmed through laboratory

People at high risk for Lis-
teria infection should also
avoid refrigerated paté or
meat spreads; refrigerated
smoked seafood, and soft
cheeses unless they are made
with pasteurized milk. In ad-
dition, other high risk foods
such as hot dogs and deli
meats should be reheated to
an internal temperature of
165 F before eating.
